Spanish-Immersion Programs: Marista Fall 2019 and Segovia (Spring 2020) 

Marista University in Merida, Mexico

Centre’s Spanish-immersion program at Marista University is based in Mérida, Mexico, a vibrant, historic, and beautiful city of one million people on Mexico’s Yucatan peninsula. Its location near both Maya ruins and the Caribbean has for many years made it the ideal spot for a semester program in a Spanish-speaking environment. Mérida was named a “City of Peace” by the United Nations in January 2011. 

Eligibility.  As all of the courses at Marista are taught in Spanish, this program is designed primarily for Spanish majors or minors.  Student must be approved by Centre’s Spanish faculty in order to participate in this language-intensive program.
Housing.  As part of the Marista program, students live in a house with other international students. 
Programs Dates.  The fall 2019 program dates will be announced soon but will most likely begin in early August and conclude in mid-December. 
Apply. The application process will be discussed during the campus-wide informational meetings on November 8th 2018, and January 8th 2019. Apply online at https://aegis.centre.edu/fmi/webd/#StudyAbroadApp. Submit in your completed application no later than noon on February 6th. Students who are selected must pay the non-refundable $375 deposit/surcharge to the Cashier’s Office in Horky House by March 11th to hold their spot in the program.
Pre-Departure Training. Students who are selected will attend all required pre-departure meetings this spring. These meetings will prepare you for living and studying in another culture.

K.I.I.S. Spanish Program in Segovia, Spain
Centre’s spring Spanish-immersion program is run by the Kentucky Institute for International Studies, a consortium that Centre has been part of for many years. Centre students who apply through Centre and are selected no longer have to take a leave-of-absence from Centre in order to participate in this program. Course offerings include Spanish language, literature, writing, art, and culture. See

Eligibility.  Students wishing to participate in the Segovia semester program must have at least 12 hours of college-level Spanish or the equivalent at time of departure. All Segovia courses are taught in Spanish and students are expected to speak Spanish at all times. 

Housing.  Students take classes in the heart of Segovia and learn firsthand about daily life in Spain while living with a homestay family.
Programs Dates.  The spring 2020 (tentative) program dates are February 3rd - May 6th. Students attending this program will not take a Centre - Term course since the program begins during our January term. Please check www.kiis.org/programs/spain-spring-semester for updates on dates

Online application and pre-departure training. Students selected by Centre will complete an online KIIS application following their Centre acceptance notifications. Once accepted by KIIS, students will receive a program handbook and other information. Participants will attend pre-departure sessions run by Centre as well as sessions run by KIIS.

More Information for Both Programs
Cost. The comprehensive fee (for tuition & fees, room, and board) is the same as for study in Danville, except that (1) there is a $375 non-refundable deposit/surcharge due by March 11 and (2) students pay for their own airfare. $15 of the deposit/surcharge will go into the Centre carbon mitigation fund; there will also be a $25 fee for the travel medicine presentation, which all students studying abroad must attend.  All financial aid arrangements in Danville continue in Mexico or Spain. 

A Note on Semester-long Centre Programs. Students may only study abroad on a semester-long Centre program once, though they may participate in as many Centre-Term and/or summer programs as they wish.

Medical Insurance. Students studying abroad through any Centre program receive EIIA International Travel Insurance Coverage at no additional cost. The categories of coverage provided are accident and sickness ($100,000 limit); emergency medical evacuation ($1,000,000 limit); accidental death and dismemberment ($200,000 limit); medical repatriation ($1,000,000 limit). 
Psychotropic Medication and Counseling. The kind of counseling and support services available on campus are not available abroad.  Because any significant life transition can exacerbate and complicate already existing mental health issues, students who are currently on psychotropic medication and/or have been in mental health counseling are encouraged to consider, instead, participating in a shorter Centre-Term or summer course abroad.  In addition, those students are urged to meet with a Centre Student Assistance Program counselor prior to their leaving, to develop a support plan for their time abroad.
